1. Validity: Automatic DNA extractor(s) for magnetic bead-based isolation of DNA from Dried Blood Spots 
would be procured on reagent rental basis for one year starting from the date of successful installation. 
The rate should be quoted in the prescribed form given by the department and should be valid for one year 
from the date of placing of supply order. 

2. The bidders have to submit sealed envelope of bid directly at dispatch section of ICMR-NIMR, New 
Delhi-110077. Bids sent through courier & submitted after closing date of bid submission shall not be 
entertained. Bidders have to submit with the technical bid the tender fee of Rs. 5,000 (Rs. Five Thousand) 
and Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) of Rs. 50,000/- (Rs. Five Thousand only) through Demand Draft/Pay 
Order, payable at………..from nationalized banks drawn in favour of Director …………...

2.2.1.13 Technical Evaluation: -

ii. The eligibility of the Technical Bid shall be examined by the Technical Evaluation Committee to

1. Qualified Bidders are required to arrange a demonstration of the equipment, if required by evaluation 
committee. Failure to arrange for a demonstration on the given date may lead to cancellation of the 
bid. Cost of organizing such demonstration shall be borne by the bidder. After due evaluation of the 
bid(s) institute will award the contract to the responsive tenderer who has quoted the lowest price 
per extraction. 
 

2. Tenders should be quoted only by the original manufacturer or their authorized distributors or selling 
agent of a particular firm. It should submit a current authority letter in support of the same from the 
original manufacturer concerned. 
 

3. The model of the item offered should not be obsolete/out of production for at least 05 years from the 
date of installation and commissioning of the Equipment. 
 

4. Onsite Maintenance including Spare parts & Labour 
 
I. The Bidder will maintain the Automatic DNA Extractor machine(s) for a period of one year 

starting from the date of successful installation. Any cost of maintenance (on site including Spare 
Parts & Labour etc.) within the contract period will be borne by the successful bidder. Periodic 
Preventive Maintenance should be ensured by the successful bidder. If the breakdown period 
exceeds down time allowed, the successful bidder has to bear the loss incurred to ICMR-NIMR, 
New Delhi. 

II. The functionality and efficacy of the equipment throughout the contract period is the sole 
responsibility of the successful bidder.

Automated Nucleic Acid extraction systems should efficiently perform automated magnetic bead-based DNA extractions 
from Dried Blood Spots on FTA card and their related purification protocols. The system should be latest on the production 
line, ISO/CE and preferably US FDA approved. Supplier must provide original documentary proof of the year and place of 
manufacturing of equipment at the time of supply. Suo Moto upgradation of any new technology coming in will be supplier 
responsibility.
